NEP isé
o Council-directed, City-Funded, Capital Improvements 

Program

o Provides RESIDENTS the opportunity to PROPOSE and 

SELECT enhancement projects for their individual 

neighborhood area

o $7 Million BUDGET distributed among 14 designated NEP 

neighborhood areas 

o Area funds allocated based on the number of households 

in each Neighborhood Area

o Rotates through 14 Neighborhood areas over seven-year 

period ð TWO AREAS per year (2023-2029)

o Program supported by multiple City departments ð 

Community Development, Parks, Transportation, Utilities 

o Currently 33 NEP projects in planning/progress around 

the city in twelve neighborhood areas 



NEP Process

*$219,000 AVAILABLE FUNDS 

FOR WEST LAKE SAMMAMISH NEIGHBORHOOD AREA

o City allocates $$ to Neighborhood Area 

o Residents submit ideas for spending $$

o City staff  review ideas & generate projects 

o Residents select projects to receive $$ 

o City implements projects in 3-5 years 

*Allocated amount includes administrative costs: postage, printing, etc.
